Citizen’s Comments

Tom Coleman, 207 Shoreacres Blvd.  

· Said a car was speeding on Sunrise, almost running a couple of kids off the road. Mayor Edmonson said she would ask the Police Department to watch for speeding vehicles on Sunrise.

Faye Hawkins, 522 Shadylawn

· Was concerned with a neighbor of hers, Maureen Mitchell, and the condition of her house. She said she called City Hall today and Brenda advised her that the City has been concerned about her also. Mayor Edmonson said the City has made several phone calls over the past week trying to get Ms. Mitchell a grant to help alleviate some of the costs of rebuilding and said she is still waiting on a phone call from one of the places. Ms. Hawkins suggested that Ms. Mitchell move in with her until her house is either fixed or rebuilt.  
Dianne Victor, 3346 Miramar

· Suggested Ms. Mitchell apply for a grant for a modular home that would meet the City’s regulations as it would be of a lower price. Mayor Edmonson said Ms. Mitchell’s house flooded in 1979 and 1983 and the mayor said that that is probably why it is in such bad shape. She also said the lot will need to be built up quite a bit before a new house can be built.

Council Reports/General Discussion


Alderman Gomer

· Will attend the Precinct 2 Economic Summit on Friday. 
· Asked if anyone ever got a street sweeper like he suggested before for Shoreacres Blvd. Mayor Edmonson said Harris County has one and did come out and sweep the street but said it doesn’t last very long. She said she will request it again.  
Alderman Ellis

· Talked to John Sparks with the Pier Association about all the trash by the pier. She asked him why he didn’t have a garbage can there and was told that BFI would not pick it up. He said the Pier Association would buy the can if BFI would pick it up. Mayor Edmonson said BFI would not go up to the gate but if they set the trash out like everyone else she would make sure it gets picked up. Mayor Edmonson said there is another one by the waterfront that is a heavy can and requires liners. She said the City could buy the can and she will ask the Pier Association to furnish the liners.  
Alderman Revak

· Contacted a friend last week about buying a backhoe but was told that all the decent buys for the last three years have been going to Mexico. He said the ones you find lately are either high dollar or they are worn out. Alderman Revak said he will check with some of the rental companies because they have to maintain them in order to rent them out. Mayor Edmonson said the City Secretary ran across a grant to purchase new heavy equipment and reduce emissions and said the grant could allow the City partial reimbursement for the expenditure. Mayor Edmonson said the City Secretary will be attending a meeting on the 18th regarding this grant. Alderman Revak said he has looked in a machinery trader magazine and saw about a dozen machines that have potential in Texas with a couple of them in this area. He said he didn’t pursue any of them but he would. 

Mayor Edmonson 

· Said the bond streets are on County Commissioners Court Agenda tomorrow morning for approval and is hoping the street project can get started in a month or so. 

· Said the contractor has finished sealing up the cracks on Westview, Fairfield, and Shadylawn. She said they have provided a year warranty so she will be sure and check the streets again in 8 or 10 months. 

· Alderman Gomer asked if we got another bid on sealing the cracks on Miramar. Mayor Edmonson said “yes” and said a request has already been made to Sparkle Bright to do the work. She said she has asked Public Works to grade the grass off the sides of the street with the backhoe before the road work begins so they can seal the edges. She said the roadwork should start sometime this week.

· Mayor Edmonson said the City did get the cycle 10 grant application in last week.
