Citizen’s Comments

· Asked that some of the funds from the Child Safety Fee be used for a DARE officer at Bayshore Elementary now that La Porte no longer funds an officer.

Alderman Washington

· Said the Shoreacres sign in the esplanade of Shoreacres Blvd that someone had hit has been paid for by the insurance company and is on order.

Consider/Approve Ordinance Number 2003-29, An Agreement with the City of La Porte to Provide Fire Protection Services for Real and Personal Property Situated in the City of Shoreacres. Mayor Edmonson said the subordination clause was deleted and explained that the cancellation notice now gives 180 days notice by either party. She said that it still says 90 days in section one (1) but that is only if it is cancelled after the initial five (5) five year period. She said this could be amended later if necessary. The Mayor said the dates were changed so that the contract would end at the end of a fiscal year. Moved by Alderman Krauhs and seconded by Alderman Gomer to approve the ordinance as written.

Discuss/Take Action on Considering the Great Blue Heron the City Bird. Tracy Revak said several cities have a city recognized bird. She talked about the City of Seabrook bringing in several thousands of dollars on ecotourism but said Shoreacres has no businesses except the Houston Yacht Club so she mentioned possibly implementing a bird watching group at the Yacht Club. She said that the city bird could bring pride and awareness of being close to the bay. She said having the Great Blue Heron as the City bird could promote preserving its habitat. Ms. Revak said she had a very emotional reason for recommending the Great Blue Heron. She said it would be quite an honor to a prominent citizen that designed a water color of the Great Blue Heron that was replicated onto the sign at the entrance of the City. Ms. Revak presented statues of the heron and pilings with the Great Blue Heron engraved on them and said both items could be placed at locations throughout the City. Mayor Edmonson explained that this would not change the City logo. A motion was made by Alderman Gomer and seconded by Alderman Blanchard to approve the Great Blue Heron as the official City bird.
