Citizen’s Comments

· Said that the ditches on the north-side of Oakdale at Old Hwy. 146 were mown about 

a month ago, and the mowers tore up his yard. Mayor Edmonson said she would call 

TxDOT.

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND REPORTS

3.1
Council Reports/General Discussion


Jayo Washington

· Met with the Director of Public Works and discussed Circle Park ball-fields.

            Joe Gomer

· Said the curfew ordinance had to be updated every three years. The City Secretary

said it has already been posted in the paper as a public hearing and would be on the next agenda.

            Vickie Ellis

· Asked if people were allowed to park at the two head-in parking spots at the south end 
of Miramar near Shell Beach because someone was cited for illegal parking. Mayor Edmonson said that parking is legal in designated areas but some people park on the orange stripes which is too close to the fire hydrant.

· Said the new ditches that were dug are not draining properly and said she thought they 

were dug too deep. Mayor Edmonson said that the ditches were dug slightly under the pipe to allow room for the grass to grow and not interfere with the drainage.


Nancy Edmonson 

· Met with the Auditor and the 2003 Audit would be on the next agenda.

3.2
Review/Discuss Administration Report.

· An Administration Report was submitted hereto as attachment “A”.

· The City Secretary said the deed for the Wetlands Park land purchase has been filed 
and she was awaiting the bank statement to file for reimbursement from the General Land Office. 

· Alderman Washington asked that the Administration Department keep a log of any 


citizens who report that their trash was not picked up on scheduled days.    

3.3
Review/Take Action on Parks and Recreation Board Report.

· Dianne Victor, Chair of the Parks Board, asked what the City was doing with the old 
light poles that have been taken down at Circle Park. Mayor Edmonson said initially they were to be hauled away unless someone could use them. Ms. Victor asked that they be used as parking stops at the parks.

· Asked when the lights would be on the new poles at the park. Mayor Edmonson

said that hopefully this week the remaining trenches for the underground wiring could be dug and then the lights could be installed.

· Alderman Gomer asked if the trenches were being dug with the back-hoe and was told 
“yes”. He said a ditch witch works better but was told that the City would have to rent one when they already have a back-hoe.

· Mayor Edmonson said the bulldozer is ready to spread the dirt after the lights are


installed.

· Ms. Victor asked if the gazebo at Circle Park could be painted the same color as 
the restroom. Mayor Edmonson suggested that the restroom be painted rather than the gazebo because the darker color on the gazebo is less likely to show graffiti. 

· Mark Jones, a member of the Parks Board, presented information on purchasing new
tables and benches for Circle Park. He said that new items were needed to help eliminate graffiti being written on them. He received prices on three different options ranging from $2829 to $2,022 for three (3) tables and three (3) benches, depending on the style. He said this amount did not include shipping and handling. Mayor Edmonson said that the City still has approximately $10,000 of the Circle Park improvement budget not designated to any expenditure that must be spent towards the park as a part of the grant agreement with Harris County. She asked that this expenditure be placed on the next agenda.    

· Ms. Victor asked that gravel or shell be purchased for the parking areas in Circle 


Park.

· Ms. Victor presented a cost estimate for new signs for the parks and asked that this be 

included in next year’s budget allocations. Mayor Edmonson asked her to verify if these signs could be made of a different, less expensive, material rather than redwood.     

· Alderman Gomer reminded council to name the ball fields, one being Hal Rawlings 

Field. 

· Mayor Edmonson suggested one sign showing the park rules rather than several signs


being posted, and Ms. Victor said she would also get a price for a rules sign.

· Alderman Ellis asked that the table at Shell Beach be replaced or refurbished.

· Mayor Edmonson asked if the Parks and Recreation Board would be interested in 

having a Pepsi machine at Circle Park and they agreed.  

4.0
NEW BUSINESS

4.1  
Discuss/Consider Expenditure of up to $5,000 for the Replacement of the Manhole and Lines to the Manhole at North Country Club and West Country Club. Mayor Edmonson said the City did not have any bids at this time but should have by the end of the week. She said this manhole has had an infiltration problem for some time and asked council to approve up to this amount so a contractor could be hired. Mayor Edmonson said the job may cost more but if so, it could be re-presented to council after the bids are received. Moved by Alderman Gomer and seconded by Alderman Washington to approve the expenditure up to $5,000.

4.2
Discuss/Take Action on Financial Report as of May 31, 2004. Alderman Gomer questioned why the revenue of Franchise Fees, line item 1001, was coded with a number but no amount. Mayor Edmonson said that should be changed. Alderman Washington said that all the line items for the purchase of gasoline totaled 83% which is over budget. Mayor Edmonson asked the City Secretary if the City had gone out for bid to solicit new vendors for gasoline and was told “no”. Alderman Washington said he would provide some vendors to her. Alderman Washington asked why the Police Department Small Equipment was so far overspent. The City Secretary said she would print council a list of all expenses from that account. He also questioned the elections expenses. The City Secretary said it looked as if it is over budget right now but the City would receive a reimbursement from LPISD for conducting their election. Alderman Washington said that the Utility Fund Education was at 235% and was told that two employees both attended a week long course. Moved by Alderman Washington and seconded by Alderman Gomer to approve the report as written.
