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	City Ordinances Available at Library

On the suggestion of a citizen, the City of Shoreacres has provided the new County branch library on Broadway with a copy of Shoreacres’ codified ordinances.  The book is on reserve and may be used at the library but not checked out.  The book of codified ordinances provides a summary of all current ordinances, along with a reference to each ordinance number in case you need more detail.  A copy of the ordinance may then be requested by ordinance number at City Hall.

Remember Your Building Permit

Citizens should be aware of the building permit process required by the City of Shoreacres for many home improvements.  Following the proper permit process will ensure that your improvements will meet all City codes, which could prevent costly reconstruction or removal of an improvement after it is made. 

The following list is just a sample of the type of improvements that require a building permit.  If you are considering an improvement that is not on this list, do not assume that it does not require a building permit.  If you are unsure, please call City Hall (281-471-2244) to confirm.

· New rooms and new roofs

· Most new electrical and plumbing work (including new air conditioning systems)

· Fences, driveways, and carports

· Bringing in fill dirt

· Demolition of a structure

Permits may be applied for by you or your contractor.  The cost varies depending on the number of inspections required for the improvement.  You must include a drawing of the proposed improvement with your building permit application, which will be reviewed by the Building Inspector for conformity with City ordinances.

Gun Locks Still Available

The Shoreacres Police Department again has free gun locks available at City Hall as a part of Project Childsafe. The locks have been provided to the City by the state through the office of the Governor, Criminal Justice Division. Each resident can get two free gun locks or more, while supplies last.
