New Contract with BFI Signed

The City signed a new contract with BFI for garbage and recycling services.  The new contract went into effect May 1 and runs for 3 years.  One important change was made in the contract to increase convenience for citizens.  Limbs no longer need to be tied in bundles.  Limbs MUST, however, be piled neatly in separate piles that weigh no more than 50 lbs and are not larger than 2 ft by 3 ft by 4 ft in size.  Remember that large items (such as appliances) should be set out for collection on Thursdays.

On February 25, City Council chose Bob Plaumann as Citizen of the Year for 2001. Before passing away this past September, Bob served the City on council, as Mayor, on the Planning and Zoning Commission, and as one of the City’s representatives to SEACAP.
