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	Water Bills Estimated This Month

Water usage amounts on all water bills this month are estimated.  Shoreacres experienced over ten inches of rain before and during the week in which water meters should have been read, leaving most water meters in town flooded.  Rather than spend an immense amount of staff time (sorely needed for other projects such as road repair) pumping out water meters, water bills were estimated based on usage in September.  When the meters are read at the end of November, any over- or underbilling will be accounted for. Thanks for your understanding.

Use Shoreacres in Your Address

Even though we share a zip code and post office with La Porte and Morgan’s Point, you may use Shoreacres as your mailing address. The Postmaster has sent the City a letter confirming that residents may use Shoreacres as their official address. It helps prevent postal errors, particularly for residents of streets such as Forest that share a name with a street in La Porte, as well as errors in the voter rolls. The City has also recently discovered that the sales tax collected by a number of home businesses in Shoreacres has been going to the City of La Porte because these residents used La Porte as their mailing address.  We worked with the Comptroller’s Office to correct these errors, but you can help prevent similar problems in the future by using the correct city in your address.

Lost Any Bikes or Fishing Poles?

The Police Department periodically picks up unclaimed items around the city.  Currently, the Police Department has a number of bicycles and a group of fishing poles at City Hall.  Please call and describe the items to claim them.  Remember to call City Hall if you have lost keys or other items as well; kind citizens often turn in items found around the city.
