New Garbage and Water Rates
Effective October 1, 2004, the garbage collection fee (included on your water bill) will increase from $11.00/month to $12.00/month. The fee increase is the first rise since 1991 and is needed to cover costs.  Some water rates are increasing.  Currently, water use between 5,001 and 13,000 gallons/month is charged at $3.50 per thousand gallons, increasing to $4.00 per thousand gallons as of October 1. Water use over 13,000 gallons/month is charged at $4.15 per thousand gallons, increasing to $4.50 per thousand gallons. All water used below 5,000 gallons will remain at current rates.  Water rates have also not increased since 1991, despite 13 years of gradually increasing costs.  The water fund is currently operating at a deficit; we hope to remedy that with increased efficiency and this small increase.
