Working with your contractor…
Remember, when you have work done on your property, it is your responsibility to acquire the necessary permits.  If you use a contractor, the ultimate responsibility still falls on the property owner, so be sure the contractor’s work is permit compliant.
Garage Sale Rules

A new ordinance has been passed by City Council that describes limits to garage sales and garage sale signs.   Basically, it states that you can hold a garage sale for up to three days once every six months.   As far as signs go, you can put up a maximum of five signs, posters, or advertisements that must state the calendar days for the sale.  Signs may be placed in the city right-of ways, but must be removed in three days or a City Zoning violation (Ordinance 2002-16) will apply to your household.  (The daily fine is pretty steep.  For example, one day’s violation would require you to use your garage sale’s revenue to pay for it, that is, if you made at least $500.)
New Flood Maps
The new draft flood plain map for Shoracres is out!  There is a hard copy at City Hall, but it is easier to look at than on the internet.  The only big change is that all of Shoreacres is now in the flood plain (most is in Zone AE).  The base flood elevations did not change.  Most of Shoreacres is at 11 feet, but not all.
